> Housing Element

GOAL: Preserve and improve the existing neighborhood quality and
residential character and provide a sufficient supply and variety of safe,
affordable housing for the present and future residents of the City of
Maitland.




OBJECTIVE 1: Upon adoption of this Plan, assist the private sector in providing sufficient housing
units with the appropriate mix of housing types for the projected population through 2020,
including group homes and foster care facilities in residential areas.

POLICY 1.1: The City shall ensure that existing residential land uses are maintained for the future
population.

STANDARD 1.1.1: On the Future I.and Use Map, maintain existing residential land uses to
accommodate a Citywide total between 3,130 and 3,349 single-family residences. (Numbers
reflect projected 2020 need, and the need plus 7% vacancy.)

STANDARD 1.1.2: On the Future Land Use Map, maintain multi-family land uses to
accommodate a Citywide total between 1697 and 1816 multi-family residences. (Numbers
reflect projected 2020 need, and the need plus 7% vacancy.)

STANDARD 1.1.3: The Description of Methodology for 2010 Resident/Seasonal Population
Projections for the City of Maitland, Florida, dated April 6, 1988 or as amended, shall be the
reference for future population need.

POLICY 1.2: Ensure the adequate lands and regulations are in place to provide for special
needs housing.

STANDARD 1.2.1: Maintain within development regulations, the provisions to allow foster
care homes licensed by HRS in all residential districts as a permitted principal use.

STANDARD 1.2.2: Maintain within development regulations, the provisions to allow licensed
group homes, including those licensed by the HRS, as a conditional use in multi-family
districts, consistent with State law.

STANDARD 1.2.3: Within development regulations, allow flexibility in living area
requirements for planned developments (PD).

STANDARD 1.2.4: Inventory public lands within the City when available for special needs
housing: (low-to-moderate income and elderly) and indicate use for rental or for-sale owner-
occupied housing,.

POLICY 1.3: The City shall make informational services available for the eldetly by coordinating
with existing and future eldetly service groups.

STANDARD 1.3.1: Maintain and annually update information program established to assist
implementation of a shared housing option in Maitland.

STANDARD 1.3.2: Maintain a specific location at City Hall, on the City’s website, and/or the
Maitland Senior Center and at the Maitland Public Library for dissemination of literature for
the elderly.

STANDARD 1.3.3: Receive and disseminate materials relevant to the elderly from the Area
Agency on Aging.

STANDARD 1.3.4: Continue the collection and dissemination of materials for the Maitland
senior citizens at City Hall, the Maitland Public Library, or through publications.

POLICY 1.4: To gain the independence of movement for residents including the elderly and
young, the City shall assist the private sector in providing pedestrian convenient housing in the
US 17-92 corridor to bring within walking distance most of the activities of daily living, including
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dwelling, shopping, and working. By reducing the number and length of automobile trips, traffic
congestion is minimized and by providing for appropriate building densities, public transit
becomes a viable alternative to the automobile.

STANDARD 1.4.1: The Zoning Code shall allow high density residential development in
the Downtown Maitland land use and zoning districts.

STANDARD 1.4.2: In conjunction with the Zoning Code amendment, design standards
shall be adopted to ensure quality development, adequate buffering, and effective design
solutions.

STANDARD 1.4.3: Contiguous parcels assembled to accommodate residential development
shall be processed through a modified Planned Development Approval process.

STANDARD 1.4.4: Developments shall have direct pedestrian access to mass transit
resources and shall include pedestrian and bicycle-friendly facilities.

STANDARD 1.4.5: To encourage and facilitate redevelopment in the 17-92 corridor the
City shall enter into a developer's agreement with qualified developers of quality high density
housing that will waive administrative fees for any or all petitions required for development
approval, waive or reduce infrastructure fees or assist the developer in applying for grants
for infrastructure or development costs.

STANDARD 1.4.6: The City shall conduct a market study to identify the housing needs and
development opportunities within the Transit Oriented Development (TOD) overlay district
Study Area A and shall conduct community participation forums to establish appropriate
residential densities within Study Area A.

STANDARD 1.4.7: Utlizing the findings of a market study, the City shall identify
opportunities to encourage the private sector development of a full range of housing types
that can accommodate a wide range of income levels, lifestyles and housing needs, within the
TOD study area.

STANDARD 1.4.8: Utllizing the findings of a market study, the City shall identify
opportunities to encourage the private sector development of workforce housing within the
TOD study area.

OBJECTIVE 2: Upon adoption of this Plan, assist the private sector to ensure that sufficient safe
units are available for the differing income levels in Maitland, as measured in the technical support
document for this element, to be achieved by 2005 and 2020, and that substandard units are
eliminated by 2020. Programs for conservation, rehabilitation and demolition, including provisions
for relocation housing, shall be implemented to insure housing stock is not lost which may assist in
maintaining affordable housing stock, with specific emphasis on neighborhood areas in the
transitional rehabilitation or redevelopment status, consistent with Objective 3 of this element.

POLICY 2.1: The City shall participate actively in the Community Development Block Grant
Program administered by Orange County.

STANDARD 2.1.1: Keep active contracts with Orange County by renewing mutual
agreements or enter into any such other agreements which may be advantageous to the City.

STANDARD 2.1.2: Develop programs every five years to submit at the funding application
deadline, starting with the 2002/2003 fiscal year.
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POLICY 2.2: The City shall develop and make available informational services to all residents,
including low and moderate income persons, regarding local, State and Federal housing
programs, financial assistance and general neighborhood improvement aids.

STANDARD 2.2.1: Maintain updated information packet at City Hall and Maitland Public
Library.
POLICY 2.3: The City shall provide assistance to individuals and groups for securing Federal,
State and private sector assistance and funds.

STANDARD 2.3.1: Continue advertising Grant Program and assistance at City Hall, on the
City’s website, and at the Library.

STANDARD 2.3.2: Maintain grants package of available grants to be distributed to individuals
and developers when requested.

STANDARD 2.3.3: The City shall seek out property owners of substandard units to provide
notification of available general improvement aides and financial assistance programs for
housing improvements.

POLICY 2.4: The City shall enter into partnerships with qualified developers of low-income
housing or moderate-income elderly housing by using a developet's agreement which shall
guarantee that the project shall service the low-income or moderate-income elderly population in
the locations desired by the City.

STANDARD 2.4.1: Map 6, Sites Eligible for City Elderly Housing Incentives and Map 7,
Low/Moderate Income Housing Strategies, shall represent the boundaties acceptable for these
incentives.

POLICY 2.5: Within a developer's agreement with a qualified developer for affordable low-income
housing, the City shall waive administrative fees for any or all petitions required for development
approval, waive or reduce infrastructure fees or assist the developer in applying for grants for
infrastructure or development costs.

POLICY 2.6: The City shall utilize the residential zoning tools such as density and housing types
to help maintain overall property values and to ensure the protection of existing neighborhoods.

STANDARD 2.6.1: Demonstrated reduced property values over a three year period shall
signal a need for zoning adjustment or other actions to improve the neighborhood.

POLICY 2.7: The City shall ensure that all new housing, regardless of type or cost level, meets the
City's adopted Housing and Building Code.

STANDARD 2.7.1: By the end of 2010, eliminate 50% of the substandard units, using 2001
as the base year figure.

STANDARD 2.7.2: By the end of 2020, eliminate all substandard dwellings within its
jurisdiction.
POLICY 2.8: The City shall implement updated and current City regulations governing the type

of construction, utility provisions, size, location and other standard provisions for housing in the
City of Maitland.

STANDARD 2.8.1: Review and update a revised Housing and Building Code and other
standard codes every three years or when such codes are published.
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POLICY 2.9: The City shall ensure that no individual owner or renter is subjected to unnecessary
or undue hardship as a result of upgrading to City standards in the implementation of any program
to eliminate substandard housing.

STANDARD 2.9.1: Continue providing assistance for grant and funding applications to
owners of substandard dwellings.

STANDARD 2.9.2: If it is necessary to remove any resident from a dwelling unit, the City
shall require the property owner to provide relocation housing,.

POLICY 2.10: Provide the mechanisms to assist residents in seeking and maintaining
neighborhood quality.

STANDARD 2.10.1: Enforce zoning regulations.

STANDARD 2.10.2: Revise and streamline procedures for administrative actions by the
end of December 2000.

STANDARD 2.10.3: Review land development procedures every five years.
STANDARD 2.10.4: Citizens appeal procedures shall be included in the administrative

procedures manual.

POLICY 2.11: The City shall adopt a rehabilitation program to assist its residents in maintaining
standard housing. The interim rehabilitation program in the Housing Element Technical Support
Document shall be implemented upon adoption of this Plan.

OBJECTIVE 3: Preserve all established residential neighborhoods and improve all other residential
neighborhoods until they reach at least a stable quality.
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POLICY 3.1: No new development shall be permitted which reduces the quality of any
neighborhood to a level below current or stable, whichever is higher.

STANDARD 3.1.1: The classification scheme entitled "Quality Neighborhood Criteria" shall
be the reference standard for quality neighborhood classification.

POLICY 3.2: To encourage and facilitate the upgrading of existing neighborhood areas through
enhancement improvements, the City shall utilize a Neighborhood Matching Grant Program.

STANDARD 3.2.1: A Neighborhood Matching Grant Program shall be adopted by the end of
December 2006.

STANDARD 3.2.2: A Neighborhood Matching Grant Program shall be utilized for
neighborhoods at or above a stable classification but who desire implementation of
improvements.

POLICY 3.3: Where neighborhoods fall below the stable classification, the City shall utilize the
Quality Neighborhood Program to upgrade the area.

STANDARD 3.3.1: A neighborhood classified as rehabilitation or redevelopment shall be
upgraded utilizing the Quality Neighborhood Program within ten years.

STANDARD 3.3.2: A transitional neighborhood shall be upgraded to stable within five years
after it has completed a Quality Neighborhood Program.

STANDARD 3.3.3: Two neighborhoods per year shall be the maximum for the Quality
Neighborhood Program.
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POLICY 3.4: Rehabilitation or redevelopment areas shall be given preference in the schedule
for a Quality Neighborhood Program.

POLICY 3.5: Transitional areas shall be scheduled for a Program within five years after being
identified.

POLICY 3.6: The City shall pursue constructive programs to prevent the decay of its residential
areas.

STANDARD 3.6.1: Include programs for replacement preventive maintenance of
infrastructure within capital improvements program.

OBJECTIVE 4: Maintain the City’s program to preserve the historic and cultural identity of the City
of Maitland.

POLICY 4.1: The City shall inventory all significant historical structures and lands, to include
unique archaeological sites and other important cultural facilities within the community.

STANDARD 4.1.1: All structures, landmarks and resources shall be considered significant for
listing which:

e Reflect the broad cultural, political, economic or social history of the City, State or
Nation; or

e Are identified with historic personages or important events in local, State or National
history; or

e Embody distinguishing characteristics of an architectural type, or is a specimen
inherently valuable for the study of a period, style, method of construction, use of
indigenous materials or craftsmanship; or

e Are representative of the notable work of a master builder or designer whose individual
ability has been recognized or who influenced his/her age, or is of particular scenic
beauty.

STANDARD 4.1.2: Maintain an officially adopted (by City Council) listing in coordination
with the Historic Society. Map 8, Historic and Cultural Resources, and Table A, the resource
listing, are attached and incorporated in this Plan as the officially adopted listing.

STANDARD 4.1.3: Revise the official listing every five years.

POLICY 4.2: The City shall evaluate each resource on official lists for eligibility for National
Register of Historic Places or for the Florida Master Site File.

STANDARD 4.2.1: Establish criteria and shall enumerate eligible resources by the end of
December 2006.

STANDARD 4.2.2: Coordinate efforts with State and Federal Historic Bureaus to prepare
formal listings by the end of December 2006.

POLICY 4.3: The City shall preserve its historic, cultural and archaeological resources through
education programs.

STANDARD 4.3.1: Maintain a brochure in coordination with the Historic Society, the Art
Center and the Maitland Public Library identifying resources and programs for the City of
Maitland.
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STANDARD 4.3.2: Ensure coordination for publicity of historic, cultural and archaeological
programs with the respective City organizations.

STANDARD 4.3.3: Maintain an information area for these activities at City Hall, at the
Maitland Public Library, and provide materials to the Maitland Chamber of Commerce and the
Maitland Civic Center.

POLICY 4.4: The City recognizes the valuable cultural resource in the Florida Audubon Society
and its location within the City. The Florida Audubon Society shall be permitted to remain in its
current location, subject to meeting all requirements for new development in the City and the
requirement that all improvements, including the buildings, be residential in character to be
compatible with the residential communities.

STANDARD 4.4.1: The zoning code will allow the Florida Audubon Society as a permitted
conditional use in the residential district in which it is located.

STANDARD 4.4.2: Require that the site meet landscape buffer, on-site retention, and other
development standards adopted by the City to ensure that potential negative impacts on the
surrounding residential neighborhoods and Lake Sybelia are mitigated.

POLICY 4.5: The City shall incorporate provisions into its Zoning Regulations to allow a bed and
breakfast homestay as a permitted conditional use in the residential land use districts as long as the
original structure is restored to its historic identity in the development and the following criteria are
met:

1. Guest rooms must each be at least 150 square feet in size.
2. There must be at least one bath for each two guest rooms or portions thereof.

3. The subject property must be abutting a collector road or higher in functional classification,
with access only to that collector road.

4. 'The subject property must be at least an acre in size.
5. The subject property must be on the City's official list of historic sites.

0. The subject property and building proposed for homestay must be owner-occupied or owned
by the City of Maitland or other governmental entity or any organization exempt from
taxation under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. If the property is not
owner-occupied, then the subject property and building proposed for homestay must be
occupied by the person(s) leasing the property.

7. If food is served to guests, the owner must be licensed by the State of Florida for food
preparation for the property.

8. There must be sufficient off-street parking to accommodate three spaces for the owner and
employees plus one space for each guest room.

9. There must be sufficient off-street parking to accommodate one space for every two hundred
square feet of meeting area or one space for every three seats, whichever is greater.

10. Parking areas must be located in a way so as to minimize impacts on adjacent properties and
buffered with walls, fences, or/and landscaping to screen the ateas from adjacent residential
properties.
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11. A bed and breakfast homestay will be required to comply with all applicable regulations for
residential district, except that there may be advertisement in professional magazines and
other publications and traffic will be limited to only that generated by allowed uses through
the permitted conditional use process.

STANDARD 4.5.1: Bed and Breakfast Homestay is defined as a private home where one to
four rooms are made available to guests. Limited, if any, food service. May not be zoned or
licensed as commercial facility.

STANDARD 4.5.2: Bed and Breakfast Inn is defined as a commercial lodging endeavor with
five to ten rooms. Breakfast is normally served and included for the price of the room. There
is no charge for liquor service and no on-site restaurant. Revenue is normally 90% lodging.

STANDARD 4.5.3: Country Inn is defined as a full service lodging facility, with usually ten
to twenty rooms. Distinguished from bed and breakfast inns because dinner is served, often
with full service restaurant on the site. Food and beverage service often provided to non-
guests as a way to add to gross sales. The country inn may have a liquor license.

Policy 4.6: The City shall incorporate provisions into its Zoning Regulations to permit a bed and
breakfast inn and country inn as a permitted principle use in the non-residential land use districts, so
long as the site is on the City's official list of historic sites and the original structure is restored to its
historic identity in the development.

Policy 4.7: Meetings, receptions, and cultural events may be allowed at a bed and breakfast inn
or a country inn through the permitted conditional use process.

The Housing Element’s fourth objective addresses the need for the City to preserve its historic and
cultural identity.
